Is Luck At Brink Of Running Out For Loss-Of-Control Collisions On Clarke Road
in London, Ontario? (Posted August 10th, 2011)

No sooner had | reported (see website article "Ontario Regulation Allows Existence of
Dangerous Drop Offs at Edge of Asphalt Rural Roads") on the precarious safety status
of Clarke Road in London, Ontario Canada then | attended the site this morning and
observed evidence of several more loss-of-control events that occurred in the last 24
hours. Here is a sample of some of the evidence.

Below is a set of photos showing another southbound vehicle going out of control and
sliding into the wire fence on the west side of Clarke Road.










If you examine my previous article (posted this morning, August 10th, 2011) you will see
how close it between the collision events that occurred yesterday and the events shown
above. The main difference is that the present evidence is on the west roadside while in
yesterday's event the vehicle came to rest on the east roadside.

But there is evidence of yet another loss-of-control event that occurred in the last 24
hours that was even closer to yesterday's location. Below are some photos that | took of
that event this morning. You will note that in the most recent event the vehicle did not
rotate 180 degrees like the one from yesterday. The evidence shown below indicates
that the vehicle only rotated 90 degrees and came to a halt on the roadside grass just
east of the event that occurred yesterday. Undoubtably, much like in the other events,
the driver simply rode off without any official documentation that it ever happened.

| indicated in the article that | posted this morning that sooner or later the luck of these
drivers is going to run out. In the event shown below the vehicle crossed into the
opposing lane and fortunately a northbound vehicle was not travelling through there
when this happened. But what if there was a northbound vehicle and it was a fuel tanker
truck, much like the many tanker trucks that frequent this curve? Or what if the
northbound vehicle was a school bus full of young children and a collision occurred
causing the bus to rollover and spill the children into the path of the rolling bus. The
